Directions to Holiday Inn, Kingston
The Holiday is located very close to the NYS Thruway Exit 19. After exiting the Thruway, you will enter a traffic circle. Follow the signs for Washington Ave. The Holiday Inn is four-tenths of a mile from the circle, on the right side of the road. 
Directions to the Walkway over the Hudson

Take exit 18 from NYS Thruway. At end of Thruway ramp, take right (east) onto NY 299. Follow Rt 299 to end at intersection with US 9W. Take right on Rt 9W (south). Drive 2.2 miles. At the traffic light, turn left (east) onto Haviland Drive. (Watch for Walkway signs). Parking lot is four-tenths of a mile down Haviland on left. 
Directions to Garden Plaza (formerly Holiday Inn) from Walkway over the Hudson
Option 1: If you wish to go straight to hotel-Return to the NYS Thruway then North to Interchange 19. 

Option 2: If you wish to go to Historic Downtown Kingston first- From Haviland Drive turn right (north) onto Rt 9W and drive 15 miles until you reach Kingston. To reach waterfront- after passing high bridge over Rondout Creek, take first left onto Spring Street (Garraghan Dr.). At first signal take left onto Broadway which takes you downhill to Historic Downtown Kingston Waterfront.   

To go from Downtown Kingston to hotel – Head back up Broadway, but do not turn toward US9W. Instead keep going straight. Bear right and continue on Broadway. Drive 1.4 miles to Albany St. and I-587. Turn left onto Albany Street. Drive two-tenths of a mile. Turn right onto Clinton Ave. After another two-tenths, bear right onto Schwenk Drive. Follow Schwenk until Washington Ave. Turn right onto Washington. The Garden Plaza (formerly Holiday Inn) will be on the left.

Friday Early Bird, April 26, 2013 – 2pm



Walkway over The Hudson- We will meet at 2pm at the Walkway over The Hudson State Park. This new park was created on the oldest railroad bridge that spanned the Hudson River. The tracks have been replaced with a wide smooth concrete walkway that offers spectacular views of the Hudson River and surrounding landscape from a vantage of 212 feet in the air. http://www.walkway.org/
Other options- Downtown Kingston and waterfront (Rondout) offers a very quaint historic downtown area for your enjoyment and exploration. The area offers many shops, restaurants, and museums. The Ulster County Visitors Center contains many good displays that cover the history of the region. In Upper Kingston, there is the Stockade District surrounding the old Senate House (the first capital of NYS) and many 17th and 18th century homes and buildings.

Registration and Evening Program: 7:00 pm at Garden Plaza. 

Bill Merchant, President of the D&H Canal Society Museum will give us a short primer on the canal, plus we will have the usual Friday night trip pre-view, and other house keeping notes.
Saturday, April 27, 2013

Breakfast: Hotel guests have breakfast included in the price of their room. The restaurant will only be open for hotel guests. Service will begin at 6:30 am. 


For those staying at other locations there is a 24 hour diner, Olympic Diner, just down the street from the hotel that is open 24 hours a day that serves breakfast. 

Bus Leaves at 8am sharp!

Stop 1- 8:15 – 9:00 Rondout / Kingston Waterfront
We will start our tour where the coal boats ended their trip, that is at the Rondout Landing waterfront and Coal Island. Here, the products of the canal where offloaded from the canal barges and loaded onto ships and barges that would carry the coal, stone and cement to New York City and places far beyond. The Maritime Museum will open especially for us and the Ulster County Visitors Center is nearby.
Stop 2- 9:45 - 11:00 Century House Museum / Snyder Estates
This intriguing site will allow us to see and learn about all aspects of producing and shipping natural “Rosendale” cement, from the mine itself to the kilns and processing buildings, the company headquarters and D&H Canal loading slip still visible.  Cement from this site was shipped on the canal to such projects as the base of the Statue of Liberty and the Brooklyn Bridge.  Their on-site museum is kindly being opened pre-season for our enjoyment.  This site is one of many mines and plants that produced natural cement in the Rondout Valley and Rosendale area.
Stop 3- 11:15 – 11:45 Eddyville, Lock 1, Basin, and Weighlock
We will backtrack to Eddyville to view the remains of Lock 1 and the start of canal navigation. 
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Stop 4- 11:45 - 12:30 LUNCH at Anchorage Restaurant, Eddyville
After exploring Lock 1 and area, we will walk across the street to the Anchorage Restaurant, which uses the old administration building of the canal. The restaurant and bar has many photographs of Eddyville to help explain the history of the village.
Stop 5- 1:00 – 3:00 High Falls
High Falls is the home of the Delaware and Hudson Canal Society’s Museum, which is where we will begin our exploration of the area. Here a very nice series of displays will help you understand the canal. There will be adequate time to explore the 5 Locks walk, where the canal was rerouted during the last enlargement, the site of one of Roebling’s suspension aqueduct, the “falls” of High Falls, and what remains of the first canal alignment. The village is fairly compact and easily walk-able.     
Stop 6- 3:15 – 3:45 Old Lock 21. 
We will stop to explore the only intact remaining lock from the pre-enlarged canal. This lock is on private property and we have secured permission to stop here.
Stop 7 - 4:00 to 4:30 
We will end the tour by stopping at the site of new Lock 21 and the Peterkills Aqueduct.
Evening Program: Banquet Room at hotel to be announced.

Dinner: 7:30 pm -10:00 pm.

The after dinner speaker will be local historian Rik Rydant, who will talk about Naturalist John Burroughs and High Falls. John Burroughs (April 3, 1837 – March 29, 1921) was an American naturalist and essayist important in the evolution of the U.S. conservation movement. He was the most important practitioner after Henry David Thoreau of that especially American literary genre, the nature essay. By the turn of the 20th century he had become a virtual cultural institution in his own right: the Grand Old Man of Nature at a time when the American romance with the idea of nature, and the American conservation movement, had come fully into their own.
Sunday, April 28, 2013
9:30 am- A two hour boat ride beginning at Rondout / Kingston Waterfront aboard the Rip Van Winkle. This fully equipped tour boat will take us out into the Hudson so we can view the lighthouse and entrance to the Rondout, along with other sites along the river.

Cruise includes CASH galley with coffee, food and bar on board. Directions: See map on other side. 
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
